VII. Supplications for various necessities 
 

• Only the names of Saints and Blessed listed in the Church's Martyrologies 
may be used Liturgically. 
 

• The saint names should appear in their proper categories and in historical 
order by date of death. 
 

• A member of a religious order is placed after his/her founder 
 

• The invocation of the Saints may be personalized for funeral rites and for the 
Commemoration of All Souls (E.g. "Pray for him/her" or "Pray for them")
